Other sires and their prog-

eny show similar results. 

Of course heavy wool cuts 

need to be combined with 

carcase, robustness and fer-

tility. Our 2015 April/May 

drop are showing terrific 

growth for age combined 

with dense, crimpy, nourished 

white wool.   

More Wool 

At a recent local Elders 

workshop on livestock pro-

duction, Elders, Roger 

Daniell was quoted “the 

easiest way to increase your  

income, is to increase wool 

cut/head.   

The SA state average is 

5.5kg /head and for our 

region is 7kg/hd.  Orrie 

Cowie ewes have for dec-

ades, consistently averaged 

around 9 kg/head as well 

as rearing at least one 

lamb. Our elite ewes cut in 

excess of 10kg/head and 

up to nearly 13kg/hd . 

That’s profit in the pocket! 

Analysing the data on our-

past and current  influential 

sires, it is  understandable.  

e.g. Exceller 108 cut 

20.5kg of 18.2µm wool in 

13mths .and his progeny 

were on average  40% 

better for wool cut in their 

drop.    

Semen sire Trojan is a trait 

leader with Merinoselect for 

YCFW and YWT, and his 

young progeny show similar 

or improved traits such as 

150605 (poll son) has out-

standing wool cut and 

growth.
